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School’s challenge

It is a legal requirement of the Data Protection Act 1998 
to protect and secure personal data. Becta guidelines specify core security principles and good practice in the handling of sensitive and personal data.

In relation to Schools, under the Becta Guidelines 
you should have a Senior Risk Officer whose role is 
to follow the spirit of the guidelines and implement solutions and procedures which are appropriate and proportionate. 

Tracking your laptops and deleting sensitive 
information in the event of loss or theft is an 
appropriate solution.
6th April 2009 (Contractor UK) – a 
laptop containing the personal profiles of 33,000 children including some with special needs was raided from a local government office.

Seven in ten UK organisations experienced a data breach incident 
over the last year, up from 60 per cent 
in the previous year.1

These are just two recent cases of lost or stolen 
laptops, in these cases containing personal and 
sensitive data but which highlight the importance 
of IT security, and the protection of information on 
mobile devices.
Track stolen PCs and laptops
When a laptop or PC is stolen, the device and the 
data it contains is rarely recovered. In addition, few organisations have yet to implement foolproof data encryption.2
This service enables us to track, 
unbeknown to the new ‘user’, any stolen 
PC or laptop when it next comes online.

Delete sensitive data
Using software on the device that runs in ‘stealth mode’ so as not to be visible to the new ‘user’, not 
only can we identify key data regarding the current user of the device (which may be useful in its recovery), but we can also automatically execute a command to delete all of the sensitive data on the device – using a military-grade overwrite algorithm.
